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THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY
1. Encourages the countries in the United Nations to take part in working towards more inclusive economic growth;
2. Asks nations to counter the adverse effects of economic inequality on future generations by focusing on human capital development through subsidies for educational opportunities and training to improve the skills, flexibility, and mobility of the working population;
3. Recommends local rather than central pay bargaining as national pay rates rarely reflect local conditions and reduce geographic labor mobility;
4. Authorizes deregulation of product markets to increase market supply, competition and consumer choice:

a) Including strategies such as bringing down barriers to entry, encouraging new and dynamic market entrants, and improving overall supply-side performance,

b) Stimulating a faster pace of invention and innovation due to increase competition;
5. Condemns anti-competitive practices such as price-fixing cartels that abuse dominant market position;
6. Requests small businesses be provided with start-up loans and tax breaks as they create flexibility in the marketplace due to their ability to employ more workers and contribute to innovation that can have positive spill-over effects in other industries:

a) Should a business fail and use up the given start-up loans, the debt will be forgiven, provided the business owner does not seek another loan;
7. Reaffirms its belief in increased capital investment and development and research spending by firms which not only adds to aggregate demand but also has an important effect on long run aggregate supply;
8. Reiterates the importance of policies aimed at sustaining a strong middle class, such as low-cost housing for first-time buyers in cities and programs to ensure recent graduates can find suitable employment;
9. Emphasizes the need to improve quality of life by implementing and maintaining infrastructure;
10. Encourages the increase in aggregate demand incurred by a real wage increase and proper distribution of income.
