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THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,

1. Recommends that economic sanctions similar to those that the USA has put on Russia be instituted on uncooperative governments of who are state sponsors of terrorists. 
2. States that these sanctions will be tailored to target key political and economic leaders such as business executives and politicians to reduce the capacity of the state to support terrorism which are specifically funds inaccessible to the general people from the start as strong wealth inequality and poverty exists,
3. Calls for governmental subsidies on cooperative governments of which unwillingly harbor terrorism to grow economically.

4. Urges the United Nations to provide developmental aid to people in terrorist inhabited states. Note that the people are only being helped under the permutation of developmental aid with economic sanctions. Governmental and terrorist abuse is greatly reduced in that period due to sanctions, and people are concurrently receiving material necessities.
5. Suggests that the financial assets of terrorist organizations be frozen similarly to how the economic sanctions are put forth.
   a. Via locating and identifying individuals who are members or leaders of terrorist organizations through existing intelligence agencies.
6. Insists that large propaganda machines of terrorist groups such as ISIS be inhibited by shutting down their media communication links. 

7. Begin the institution of educational reform to prevent the emergence of a new generation of terrorists. 
8. Protection of people who may be persecuted for refusing to join terrorist organizations through the presence of United Nations peacekeeping troops. This is only to protect people from being persecuted for refusing to join terrorist groups. 
   a. Peacekeepers with not engage in offensive conflict with terrorists.
9. Authorizes the creation of an UN-sponsored counter-terrorism social media outreach campaign intended to target and de-radicalize youth at risk of joining terrorist groups. 

10. States that this campaign will be funded by existing counter-terrorist funds via the UN’s Counter-Terrorism Trust Fund obtained through human capital and investment. Extra voluntary funding could be acquired through UN members.
11. Suggests that education and reform programs will be funded by the UN children’s fund.

12. Urges the United Nations that by targeting the primary source of terrorism, which is poverty and lack of infrastructure, it would severely reduce terrorism and alleviate conflict from 3rd world nation regions. This benefits both developed and developing nations because we reduce global instability which affects everyone. First world countries such as the United States have already demonstrated support through their intelligence operations in the Middle East regarding the isolation and capture of influential terrorist leaders.
