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THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,
Aware of the growing problems of desertification throughout the world,
Acknowledging desertification indirectly leads to an inability to absorb greenhouse gases,
Recognizing the issues with planting trees in areas overcome by desertification,
Having studied advanced agricultural techniques to grow flora in otherwise barren locations,
Noting with deep concern the inability for countries to pass rigorous legislation,
Fully believing that countries who have polluted the global environment should be responsible for their actions,

1. Calls upon the United Nations to subsidize attempts by countries to implement methods of alternative energy;
2. Requests that, a greater importance be put on health rather than economics;
3. Encourages that countries promote sustainable practices, such as carpooling within their countries;
4. Urges developed nations to use their resources to improve green energy;
5. Encourages non-governmental businesses to provide products that are more eco-friendly, in the manufacturing process and/or the product itself;
6. Urges countries with high deforestation levels to plant trees amounting to their greenhouse gas emissions and deforestation rates.
